Format allows you to format a USB
memory device in either FAT32 or NTFS.

Press <<> or <P> to highlight File System then
press <<> or <P> to select between FAT32 and
NTES. Press <<> or <P> to highlight Format and
press <OK>. Then press <OK> to begin formatting
or press <EXIT> to return to the Format menu.




7. Recharge the battery

Connect the mains adaptor to the DC IN 9V socket on the TV.

When the TV is on, the power indicator lights orange when charging and green when the
device is fully charged.

When the TV is off, the power indicator lights red when charging and turns off when the
device is fully charged.

A red battery icon will be flashing in the right top corner of the screen when the battery is
low and the TV will automatically switch off.

It normally takes about 3 hours for the battery to fully charge, the TV will play up to 2 hours.
